SOUND DESIGNER’S & OPERATOR’S NOTES

As each venue is so different, it’s not possible to give general notes, but there are separate notes relating to the two venues we use most regularly – Theatro Technis and the Bridewell Theatre.

So this is really just an equipment list in case you need to use the Tower’s own facilities.  These are in store at various locations – if you need to use anything, please give at least 2 weeks notice to either Stephen Ley, Phillip Ley or Laurence Tuerk, and they will arrange to get the equipment available for your show.

Our two main venues (the Bridewell and Theatro Technis) each has an installed sound system which is perfectly adequate for most shows.  You will only need extra equipment for more elaborate shows or musicals.  The one exception is that Theatro Technis does not have an installed Tannoy system – see the specific note for Theatro Technis for more details.
